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Rules Governing the 2013 New Forest Furniture Competition
For Trainee Furniture Designer/Makers 
*NEW* The Organisers are keen to offer space to as many entries as possible. Because numbers of entries have grown year on year it has been decided to limit the plinth space available for each entry to 1.2m by 0.8m.

Qualifications of Entries:    Only work by the entrant will be considered in judging.  The Entry should be recognisable as a piece of furniture.  Entries constructed from kits will not be eligible.  Misrepresentation will result in rejection or disqualification, at the discretion of the judges.  Preferably the timber used should be from New Forest woodlands or similar, however, in order to permit craftsmen to fully use their imagination and flair this rule will be interpreted as permitting no more than 10% by volume or surface area of other sources to be used.

Eligibility: For the purposes of the Competition ‘Trainee’ means someone enrolled in a full time or part time training course with a recognised supervisor as a student or apprentice.
Entries:  Only one entry is permitted for each competitor.  The Organisers’ decision on whether an application is accepted as an entry is absolute and final.  A preliminary round of judging may be undertaken to determine which pieces should be judged at the Exhibition. Competitors will receive a receipt for their application and if accepted, an Official Entry Number.
Application Form:  The Application form must be completed by each competitor.  An Application form is attached to this document.  An Application form can be downloaded from www.newforesttrust.org.uk .  Applications must be signed by a supervising person at the Training establishment attended (eg Supervisor, Teacher, Lecturer, Head of Department). 
Photographs:  The Organisers would like to have a photograph of the entry item included with the Application form.  If the Application form is submitted by email then a jpeg file should be attached.  If this is not possible, please send us your Application form noting “photograph to follow”.  The photographs help us determine the best display space for exhibiting and judging it but more importantly we need very good studio photographs when publishing the results of the Competition and the Exhibition.  The Organisers reserve the right to use these photographs and any taken by them at the Show to publicise the Competition and its results. We regret that we will be unable to return any hard copies of photographs.  

The Organisers will provide a display sign for each item at the Exhibition.  There will be space on each sign for a picture of the Exhibitor.  If Exhibitors would like their photograph included on this sign please send a digital or hard copy with your application.
Description of the Entry:  A description of each entry must be submitted on the Application Form. Judges appreciate a brief indication of what the applicant was attempting to make and any reasons why; this information should be sent on a separate sheet.
Entry Fee:  An Entry Fee of £10 is required to be submitted with the Application Form. All Competitors will receive a plan of the Showground, a Vehicle Pass and one ‘any day’ admission ticket to the Showground.

Deadline for sending Application Forms:  To facilitate proper preparation for the Competition applications should be made as early as possible but no later than midnight on 31st May 2011.  

Submission of Entries at the Exhibition    Entries must be received by the Competition Organisers at the New Forest Show between 1000 and 1300 on Monday July 29th 2013.  Competitors or their nominated designee must present entries in person. The Competition Organisers will provide each entrant with a receipt upon delivery of the entry to the contest.  This receipt must be returned to the Organisers in order to retrieve the entry at or after 1600 on 1st August 2013.    Entrants are expected to insure their entries while they are on the Showground.

Sales:  Competitors are permitted to offer their entries for sale while at the Exhibition.  The terms of any sale are the responsibility of the Competitor and not the Organisers. Entries shall stay on show at the Exhibition until 1700 hours on 1st August 2013.
Judging:  The Judges will assess entries for artistic design, makeability and craftsmanship, ergonomics in use, and sustainable use of timber in any and determine which entries shall be placed in a first, second or third position.  They may determine that no entry can be awarded a particular position.  The Judges decision will be final. There will also be a ‘Peoples Choice’ class to be determined by visitors to the Exhibition; the winner of these classes will be the entry receiving the most votes from the public.  

​After the Exhibition:  Arrangements have been made for the winning pieces to be displayed at the New Forest Museum and Visitor Centre at Lyndhurst, Hampshire, for two months, from the beginning of August to September 2013.  This will expose the work to visitors to the New Forest many of whom call in at the Visitor Centre.  Only in exceptional circumstances will the Organisers accept that the winning pieces cannot be displayed as indicated.
